Despite the recent spell of damp, miserable cold days, there have been signs of spring  

appearing everywhere. First it was the tiny buds on the snowdrops, then the unfurling of  

yellow, dancing daffodils and the latest thing that has caught my eye is the sight of hundreds 

of catkins. Nature has a way of reminding us that there is hope for the future in spite of  

everything. 

 

So, our attention has also been turned to the season of Lent and next Tuesday evening, I will 

have had sufficient pancakes to last me till next year - it always seems to be the batter that 

keeps on giving or maybe we make too much - and then I can prepare myself for the Lenten 

fast. Itõs quite difficult in a season when we are supposed to be paring down all those extra 

things that take our attention away from God, that we ramp up the things that we might take 

part in to observe Lent - more reading, more study, more services, more trying to avoid the 

chocolate aisle in the supermarket. 

 

All of these things are great, as we increase our knowledge and understanding of the events 

leading up to Holy Week, even an increase in our financial giving shows that we are showing 

how our care and love for other reaches beyond ourselves. 

 

But Iõve been wondering if this year we shouldnõt also simply STOP. By STOP I mean making 

time each day to simply do nothingê or apparently nothing, because the stopping would be  

deliberate. Of course you could say to me, ôwell I intend stopping each day and I will read my 

Lent bookõ or ôI have watched the news each day and have prayed for each and every situationõ. 

Which again would be great, but not quite the complete STOP. 

 

Iõm thinking more of stopping what youõre doing at a different time each day, in whatever place 

you find yourself in, hopefully finding somewhere to sit down and to first of all take a good 

look around you. You may be in a place where there are a lot of people or somewhere in the 

back of beyond and not another soul around. You may be in a busy business hub or noisy  

playground or perhaps surrounded by nothing but the sheer silence of an empty landscape 

steering at a distant empty horizon. 

 

What you do need to do wherever you STOP, is it to take a good look around, at things within 

reach of your hands or feet and observe and look at things really closely, or peer at something 

far in the distance that you donõt recognise. Not just things in nature, but something that 

catches your attention, the work of Godõs hands or the work of human hands, in human form 

or manufactured. What fascinates you, what concerns you, what questions does it ask of you. 

Then wonder how it might bring you closer to God. What desire it might leave in you to do 

something as you step back into the busyness of everyday. Hopefully, 

in the silence you will see and hear the Kingdom of God alive and 

well, as it was supposed to be as a result of the Easter story.

A note from the Church Wardens  
There has been a churchyard in West End for almost 190 years, when the first church was 

built on the present site. The Wardens are responsible for maintaining order and decency 

here, ensuring that it is properly cared for, keeping an inventory of monuments and  

essentially acting as the legal guardian of the churchyard grounds and its contents. 

In recent years, this responsibility has become more onerous as less people have been    

volunteering to help (with some notable exceptions, such as the regulars who attend on 

clear up days and Scott, Patrick and Alan who have been cutting the grass, amongst other 

jobs).    

We hope that volunteers will continue to come forward to smarten up the churchyard,    

particularly the paths and between WEPC visits but, to ease the load on Wardens and      

volunteers, we are in the process of enacting Section 215 of the Local Government Act 

1972 where the PCC can require the local authority to assume responsibility for the   

maintenance of the churchyard. 

From some time later this year, West End Parish Council grounds team will be cutting the 

grass and hedges regularly, amongst other gardening jobs.   Thus, the heavy labour part of 

maintaining our churchyard should be a little easier.    It doesnõt mean that we arenõt        

responsible anymore, just that we have found a different way of looking after the      

churchyard. Please do ask any of us if you have any questions about what is happening.

I was Deputy Head at St. James Schools 1975 - 84 and Acting Head 84-85 as the two schools 

planned to unite. Leaving the district in 1987 we returned to our homeland, the Forest of 

Dean.  
 

Health concerns prompted my early retirement, and I took some time out playing a little golf. I 

joined the committee of my club in the early nineties and fulfilled numerous roles there,  

starting charities supporting completions for members and a Teachers Golf Championship. 
 

Retiring from most of these in 2004, when recovering from a heart attack I became a patient/

community representative within NHS Gloucestershire and the wider west. I am currently  

involved with Urgent and Emergency Care, Chair an associated group and sit on the Blood 

Transfusion Committee. Locally here in the Forest I chair the Health Forum.

òGetting to know youéé.ó 

Chad, Bishop of Lichfield, Missionary, 672  2 March 

ôSaints on Earthõ, a biographical companion to    

Common Worship 
 

 

This is for those who know Lichfield Cathedralê.an interesting storyê. 

 

Chad was a pupil of Aidan, who was the Bishop of Lindisfarne and established Christianity 

within Northumbria during the reign of King Oswald (634-642).  Chad spent some time at 

the monastery of Lindisfarne, where, along with his brother Cedd, was taught by Aidan and 

he  also spent some time in Ireland as part of his education. 

 

In 664 he succeeded his brother as Abbot of Lastingham in the North York Moors.  Later 

that same year King Oswy of Northumbria decided to consecrate Chad as his bishop.  The          

designated Bishop of Northumbria, Wilfrid, had travelled to France to be consecrated, but 

was an exceptionally long time returning.  Eventually Oswy tired of the delay and  

consecrated Chad bishop in a ceremony under the authority of the Celtic bishops, rather 

than those of the newer Roman tradition. 

 

On his eventual return to Northumbria, Wilfrid discovered that his original nominator 

(Oswyõs deputy) had died, and that another bishop had been consecrated in his place.      

To his credit, Wilfrid made no attempt to       

regain his position, but when Archbishop 

Theodore visited the region in 669 and     

remarked upon the irregularity of the      

situation Chad voluntarily gave up his     

position and returned to                         

Lastingham.  Impressed by Chadõs humility,       

Theodore made him Bishop of Mercia.      

He repeated the entire consecration        

ceremony as he considered the first         

ceremony invalid because of the            

overwhelming presence of Celtic bishops. 

 

Chad fixed his residence at Lichfield, and 

led the diocese for two years.  He travelled 

widely and established a   monastery at 

Barrow, Lincolnshire.  He oversaw the      

formation of Lichfield as an ecclesiastical 

centre before his death from the plague in 

672. 

 



BOOK REVIEW  
 

ôA Quiltersõ Holidayõ

I didnõt know quite what to expect from this novel when I picked it from the shelf in the   

public library ê.. I wasnõt expecting to enjoy it as much as I did. If you have ever visited the 

amazing American Museum outside Bath you will have entered a room with a huge number 

of different full-size quilts for beds.  This is one of my memories from a visit with my family 

as a teenager and I plan, on my ôbucket listõ, to revisit the museum some time in the           

future.  A highlight of the day was a re-enactment of one of the battles in the American War 

of Independence from the UK held in the grounds of the museum. 

 

Little did I know that my future daughter-in-law would be from Knoxville, Tennessee and 

a  wedding gift from her family would be an American quilt. James and Lydia now have it on 

their bed. Lydiaõs mother didnõt work the quilt herself, but it was made in a traditional way.  

 

The novel is about a holiday for the Elm Court Quilters which is held every year on the day 

after Thanksgiving and it launches the start of the quilting season.  Quilting has been done 

by ladies in the winter months when other outdoor activities are less. They meet in small    

social groups to work together. This has been a feature of communities since the early      

settlers arrived in the USA although it is much less a feature of life today. The Elm Creek    

Quilters were reviving the tradition in their community. 

 

Each quilter is preparing a block and during the course of the day they share the significance 

of what they are working on.  The quilts represent their thankfulness and gratitude and      

reflect stories of love and their families.  As would be expected in a 

group of ladies there are some issues amongst the group that could 

potentially affect their friendships. As the day continues, the weather 

deteriorates outside, but the challenges they experience bond their 

relationships in a gentle and heartwarming way. 

 

This is definitely a book for the winter months!  This is one of a 

number of books by this author based on this group of quilters - 

you might find others by this author on the shelves of our local    

libraries.

125 years ago (1900) ð  Motherõs Union - In spite of the wintry weather, on February 14th, 33 

members and associates assemble in the Reading Room to hear Mrs Durstõs admirable Address 

on òHow to do better with our girls.ó Mrs Willan kindly took the chair and read the M.U. Litany 

Service, with special sentences on behalf of the soldiers and sailors engaged in the War [Boer 

War]. Tea terminated the proceedings. 
 

The Second Sunday in each month (until the War is over) will be observed as a Day of  

Intercession on behalf of our soldiers and sailors serving in South Africa. Special forms of Service 

appointed by the Archbishop will be used. 
 

100 years ago (1925) ð  Reverend A Geral Sayer, 

suggested, ôIf there is one virtue which I might  

suggest that we can try to cultivate this Lent, I 

should say that it is Christian enthusiasm, by which I 

mean real keenness on the work and welfare of the 

Church in Westend and elsewhere [ê] Let us ask 

ourselves about this very closely; how far am I doing 

what I can in attendance at the Holy  

Communion; what about that extra Celebration on 

Fridays at 7, and can I not come more frequently on 

Sunday mornings? [ê] Do I stop away just òbecause
